Hi Family,


I was honored to represent our Area at the Regional Meeting in Battle Creek, MI on 6/5/11.  We have no received the Regional minutes yet.  However, the following is a summary of the notes I took at the meeting.

- Tim C. gave me two checks to present to Region for donations approved by our Area in the amounts of $100 and $203.  I have enclosed the receipts with this report

- We Discussed the new Living Clean Booklet, which is coming out soon.  I was able to review the new booklet, and I was very impressed with the information.  The cost of the booklet will be $8.50.

- World Unity Day will be held 10:00 a.m. to 12 p.m. the last day of the World Convention, Sunday, September 4, 2011.

- Les presented information from the Midwest Zonal Forum (MZF) about recovery in rural communities.  The Wisconsin Region put together a workshop and has the information on their website.

- Les stated that some members that attended the meeting did so by Skype and video camera.
- Les requested reimbursement for $300 in costs to attend the MZF.
· The Conference Agenda Report (CAR) will be held in Ohio on February 10-12, 2012.  More information will be coming out in the future.

· Les stated they will be reviewing two new Money IP’s, an IP about Division in NA, and on IP about Tomes of Illness at the next conference.

· The MRCNA report was read by the Secretary because the MRCNA Chair, Lou, was not able to attend.  A workshop will be presented on Sponsorship Behind the Walls by Marianne from Jackson (who presented for our Area in April).  There are still some opening for speakers to present at workshops.

· MSO Report – There will be a 5% increase in all literature except the Basic Text, starting in July 2011.  The MSO is currently selling the decade and decades clean key tags.  The MSO is also hiring for a part-time clerical person with good computer skills, $9 per hour (must have 3 years clean).

· WSO is no longer selling the bi-plated medallions; but we can still order through MSO.

· Public Relations: Patti K has the willingness to fill the Coordinator position for Sponsorship Behind the Walls.  The P.O. Box for the inmate letters is currently located in Kalamazoo, and Patti has the willingness to pick up the letters and deliver to the sponsors.  More recommendations will be made at the next Region meeting.

· We discussed the Region Phone Line progress.  They are currently in the testing phase and configuring the phone lines with the help of the Grand Rapids and West Shore Areas.  Jeff, our Region Chair, has requested that all PI Chairs email their contact information to him.  His email address is jeffandvon@gmail.com.  Each Area will have the option of having a live person, and each Area box is set up individually.  The Battle Creek Area has elected not to go with the Region Phone Line because they stated their phone line cost is less expensive.
· Our PSA tapes are being sold to various regions in the country.  The Bay City/Saginaw Area will be hosting the next Region Meeting and an event the night before.  They will provide more detailed information at a later date.

· The SWNANA announced there will be no more conventions.  They have decided to focus their attention on more cost effective Area activities.  R&R at the Fort will be held the weekend of 8/12 to 8/14/11.

· Al, the Treasurer, reported that we owe sales tax on sold merchandise since 2007.  Al is working with our Accountant and will report back to Region with further information at our next meeting.  Al also questioned why Region is holding the checkbook for MRCNA.  Dave stated he and another addict are putting together new MRCNA guidelines to be instated with the next convention committee.  The Chair recommended that we discuss further at the next Region meeting when Brian H. returns from his recovery from surgery.
· The Chair has put together a Region Event Calendar on our region site.  We are having a problem with various activities/events in various Areas falling on the same dates, and people are not able to attend certain events.  We thought this would be a way that Areas could plan events better.  Jeff requested that each Area email their event calendar to our Secretary, Michelle, to place on the region calendar.  The Chair commented that he checked our website and it was blank for activities.  We would also like to include the Home Group events too.  Dave T has just provided the website program to Dave W. who has the willingness to oversee our website.  I will speak with Dave W. about keeping our calendar of events up-to-date and making sure the events get forwarded to Region.
· The Region also has an open position for Web Servant.  I asked about the requirements, and I was told there was nothing specific; however, they should have knowledge of SharePoint computer program.  Please announce to your Home Groups.

· There was a discussion about shutting down meetings that were not following the traditions.  It was suggested that RCM’s attend business meetings where there may be tradition violations.  It was also discussed that we cannot shut a meeting down just because they are not following the traditions; however, they can be asked to leave the Area.
