Next Committee Meeting (day, time, place):  July 12th and 19th at 5:30pm at Aldersgate Church, Midland

The Public Relations subcommittee met on May 24th, June 7th and June 21st.  

The state wide Helpline transition is currently on hold at the regional level.  The area PR members were given an overview of the proposed statewide system.  The PR subcommittee members are currently reviewing a draft training plan for a future Helpline Volunteer training session.  The plan is to schedule the volunteer training to directly precede or follow an area activity (hopefully involving food). 

Two members of the PR subcommittee staffed an informational table at the May 22nd Midland performance of a recovering comedian at the Midland Center for the Arts.  Response was very positive, and the agency that requested our presence wrote a very nice letter thanking us for our participation.  

Planning for a PR presentation to referral sources in the Thumb area continued with a phone conference.  We are in the process of reviewing a cover letter to mail along with PR related IP’s and a meeting list.   Once a new cover letter is drafted and finalized we plan to do a PR mailing in the entire Saginaw Bay Area.   Some PR literature has been purchased  (“NA; A Resource in your Community” IPs, “Information about NA” IPs, and a PR Handbook)

A new women’s H&I meeting has been started in the Gladwin County Jail (at the request of the jail).  The first meeting met with positive results, and literature has been provided to the group volunteers carrying the message.  Any women interested in volunteering for the Friday night meeting please contact a member of the PR subcommittee for more information.  After many months of silence from the Midland County Jail, we were contacted with a request for literature and to meet again to discuss bringing meetings into the jail.  H&I Literature has been purchased, (“Introduction to NA” booklets, “For Those in Treatment” IPs, “Am I an Addict” IPs, and “Staying Clean on the Outside” IPs), as well as a new stamp for all H&I literature which reads

“Saginaw Bay Area, Narcotics Anonymous, 24 hour Helpline, 800-801-7177”.

The existing H&I meeting are functioning, and working to carry the message.  Thanks to the all the volunteers.  The Friday night Freeland Prison meeting could used support.  Please contact me (Bryan H) for more information.

Our new webservant is keeping our website current as information is received.  If your homegroup would like their event or activity posted on the website please email a copy of it to us (email address is on the website).  

The current PR chair would like to nominate Tim R. for the position of PR co-chair.  Tim has been an active member of the PR subcommittee for many months now, and when asked about willingness to serve as chair he conceded willingness to serve as co-chair first.  

I am enclosing receipts for expenditures as follows.  

$184 for H&I and PI literature, and a PR Handbook.

$120 for Introduction to Narcotics Anonymous booklets

$25 for a new rubber stamp (to label H&I and PI literature with “Saginaw  Bay Area” and our helpline number.

The total of funds to be reimbursed is dependent on the outcome of last month’s motion regarding subcommittee chairs.  If the motion fails I am asking for $329 to replenish the $300 prudent reserve and $29 to cover out-of-pocket spending.  If the motion passes I am asking for $29 to cover my out-of-pocket expenditures above the $300 prudent reserve spent, and I will respect the wishes of the groups by resigning as PR chair (after multiple years of service).

I am grateful to the NA groups who have trusted me to serve them in the capacity of public relations, and grateful for the members of the fellowship who have cared enough to become active members of PI, H&I, and Helpline efforts for the Saginaw Bay Area.

Also According to our guidelines page 6 section VI-A) A QUORUM SHALL CONSIST OF MEMBER GROUPS PRESENT.  IF A MMBER GROUP DOES NOT PARTICIPATE FOR TWO COMSECUTIVE MONTHLY MEETINGS IT SHALL BE ACCORDED INACTIVE STATUS FOR THE SAKE OF QUORUM CONPUTATION.  ACTIVE STATUS AND VOTING PRIVLEGES SHALL BE RETURNED TO THE MEMBER GROUP UPON RETURN TO A.S.C. MEETING.  THE VOTING PRIVLEGES UPON RETURN WILL BE FOR NEW BUSINESS, NOT THE OLD BUSINESS OF PREVIOUS AREA MEETING.
