MRCNA Report: 

We have selected theme for MRCNA 27: Living Clean … Living Free.  Logo deadline is November 15, 2010.  Registration for MRCNA is currently open.  The first MRCNA fundraiser will be at Washtenaw Community College on the Friday and Saturday following Thanksgiving (November 26-27, 2010.  See Handouts: Registration and Washtenaw event flyers.  

Financial results from MRCNA 26 have been finalized … we generated a surplus of $287.14.

The MRCNA subcommittee has formed an ad hoc subcommittee to revise and reformat our guidelines. In the review required for this process, it’s been revealed that a formal process for submission and approval of MRCNA budgets to the Region is lacking from both the current MRCNA guidelines as well as the Michigan Regional guidelines. Should our ad hoc committee create such a process and submit it for approval to this body, along with the rest of our revised guidelines? Please advise.

MRCNA has received no formal bid submissions for the 2012 and 2013 convention years.  I hear the Capital Area is in talks with a hotel in that area. I am optimistic about these negotiations.  If this bid does not result in a signed contract, the MRCNA 27 subcommittee will solicit bids directly from potential venues. Surely, more will be revealed regarding this issue at the next Regional meeting.

World Services Update:

· The World Convention will take place September 1-4, 2011 in San Diego, California.  Registration opens in December, 2010.  Because of security policies, no one can be in the facility without a registration badge. If you want to attend, you will simply have to register. The limit is around 16,000 people. · NA Magazine: If you are a subscriber of the hard copy, you will have to re-subscribe or just subscribe to have the online version. The hard copies are expensive and many go to waste.

Currently, we are unable to provide requested services because our prudent reserve is down to a few months.  We are exploding worldwide in unprecedented numbers.  Translating an NA Book costs from $10,000 to $20,000, and we have many languages for which there is no literature.

Service System Proposals Update (#2)

October 23, 2010

Objective 4 of the NAWS Strategic Plan: 
Transition from a service structure to a service system that is driven by unity in fulfilling our primary purpose and that is flexible in meeting the diverse service needs and goals of NA communities. 

This is the second of a series of reports that Ron W. (RCMA) and I will provide to prepare the members of the sagiNAw bay area to participate in the improvement of our Service System. This update provides a short review of:

1) Driving Factors for the Change

2) Model for System Change

3) Desired Outcomes for Local Service Delivery

4) Group Support Unit (GSU)

5) Local Service Unit (LSU).

Proposals for structure changes below the Area level (e.g., Region, Zone, & World) will be covered in subsequent updates.  We encourage you to begin/maintain your involvement in the Service System Project by visiting the project page at:  http://www.na.org/servicesystem.

Background: 

Our current Service System has over 1,000 area service committees in well over 100 regions serving nearly 60,000 meetings, approximately 50% of which are in the U.S.  

1) Factors for Change (ongoing challenges in NA service):  

· Ineffective communication

· Insufficient resources

· Frustrated trusted servants

· Poor atmosphere of recovery in service meetings.

2) Service Change Model:

An effective system has four major components: Structure, Process, Resources, and People.  All of these should work together in harmony to achieve the purpose of the system, which is captured in A Vision for NA Services (adopted at the last World Service Conference).  The new Service System must be consistent with spiritual principles (e.g., 12 Traditions & the 12 Concepts).
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3) Desired Outcomes For Local Service Delivery:

· Increasing the amount of services we can provide

· Making service a more rewarding process.

· Increasing unity throughout NA

· Improving our reputation as a viable program of recovery.
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 Proposed Changes: Group Support Unit (GSU)

The new "Service System" proposes to create a monthly meeting (GSU) of only Group Reps and interested members to focus on group recovery issues and the 5th Tradition.  It allows the Group Reps to be in a non-business meeting environment to talk about the 5th Tradition and share experience, strength, and hope to establish/offer an attractive, stable, and functional atmosphere of recovery in local meetings.  All business regarding local NA service delivery and committee actions will take place (at a different time) at the regularly scheduled Local Service Unit (LSU).

· Our current ASCs are tasked with group support and local service delivery.

· In these proposals, local efforts would be divided:

· Group Support Unit (GSU): devoted entirely to providing support to local groups

· Local Service Unit (LSU): devoted entirely to providing local services. 

· The group support unit (GSU) in each model focuses on aiding the groups in their efforts to carry the message.

· The group support unit (GSU) is intended to help groups to better carry the message within their meetings by separating out the group support function from the “business” of NA.

A. Challenge:

Groups do not always receive help to deal with specific issues like drug court attendees in meetings.

Solution:

Group support is its main focus.

B. Challenge:

Members are often unwilling or apathetic about service.

Solution:

The GSU is an informal, discussion-based body that is open to everyone interested in attending.

C. Challenge:

Members are not always trained in service. 

Solution:

Offers an opportunity to introduce new members to service and to train them in the basic principles.

D. Challenge:

There is often a lack of NA unity and a sense of our common purpose. 

Solution:

The GSU increases unity within local NA communities by bringing groups together and strengthening their ability to carry the message. 

GSU/LSU Options
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  Proposed Changes: Local Service Unit (LSU)

· The LSU is the “workhorse” of the service system

· Local Service Unit (LSU): devoted entirely to providing local services

· Wherever possible and practical, the LSU will be bound by recognized geography (e.g. town, county.)

· The LSU is project- and plan-driven

· More effective use of information technology to distribute information and discuss ideas

· LSUs could hold quarterly or twice yearly meetings specifically to present updates and to evaluate success of projects. Groups could choose to attend only these meetings.

A. Challenge:  

Many members are unwilling to serve on subcommittees, meaning we have too few trusted servants.

Solution:

Project-based service provision is more inviting to some members.

B. Challenge:

The atmosphere in some service meetings is off-putting.

Solution:

Where possible, consensus-based decision making is used rather than motions.

C. Challenge:

Complex service decisions are often made by inexperienced trusted servants.

Solution:

“NA business,” separated from group concerns, is more likely to be handled by experienced trusted servants who have already received mentorship at the GSU.
