PR Report 
Oh hey, so apparently no one showed up at the PR subcommittee this month as off 6:30 p.m. when I 
was talking to Jim East.  I was out of town from Thursday to Saturday at a sweet African Safari p.s.  
This month we had a lot to discuss and Jim was planning on facilitating the subcommittee in my 
absence but we see how that went since he was by himself.  Anyways we have a lot planned and it 
can only go well with OUR help not just two or three members.  We have registered a booth for all 3 
days at the Heritage festival in Ypsilanti, the non-profit booth costs 115.00 dollars for the whole 
weekend.  We need at least 10 to 15 members to volunteer at this event.  Also we are planning and 
almost finished with the Women to Women Sponsorship Brunch on May 15th.  PR is supposed to 
interact with the need of the NA community and provide opportunities for growth.  This event is to 
connect women who don’t have sponsors, women who need to get with women, or any other reason 
for women to connect with women to further the level of empathy and hope.  This is very needed in 
our area.  This is a free event, but food will be sold at cost, so not to make a profit.  There will be a 
total of 32 speakers from women around the area, who are NA members with NA sponsors etc.  This 
will be held at 1800 Packard road.  The facility isn’t asking us for anything but a 100.00 dollar deposit 
which will be returned.  We are however giving a 20.00 dollar donation for the use of the gym.   I have 
no idea how all the facilities are doing, since I don’t have a PR co chair or any subcommittee 
members other than our web servant, meeting lists, and Jim.  The meeting lists have been looked at 
and will be at area today.  Website and phone line has also been updated to reflect the growth of the 
Washtenaw Area.  I have some literature left.  WE have no more metro meeting lists or White 
booklets (other than 8); all but two books have been delivered to the jail and Chelsea Women’s 
Facility.  We will be in Huron Valley Women’s Prison next month for H&I on a weekly basis.  Two 
women have already been cleared since the initial phone call on Wednesday, which I believe is very 
quick response from the women in our area.  So here is a breakdown of our budget for the upcoming 
months: 150 per month for H&I literature and supplies (white booklets, basic texts, and intro to NA 
pamphlets along with the youth n recovery and parents and guardians and metro lists); 250 for 
meeting list printing as needed; But this month since we are going to be request more for the festival 
and brunch; We only need 120 for literature; 100 for deposit (which will be returned); 100 for food and 
supplies for event (which will be returned); 20 dollars for deposit; And 115 for heritage festival which 
isn’t included in this month rather will be next month; Total: 340. Thanks, Brett W.

The new line 
would allow each area to answer phone calls personally, as well as, have far more information 
available, more easily accessed.
